NSPS Update 

NSPS seems to be growing in leaps and bounds. The organization now has 9000 members 

ɬ 4 ½ times as many as a year ago. 41 state societies have signed MOUs with NSPS. That is 

11 more since October 2013. 

For 2014, NSPS will continue to fight for clarification as to why the Bacon Davis Act was 

expanded to include members of survey crews. The organization will also keep a close 

eye on changes to the Biggert-Waters Reform Act (part of the 2012 MAP-21 Act to combat 

the losses experienced by Hurricane Katrina, (Palatiello)) and other proposed legislation 

such as the Map it Once, Use it Many Times Act (reintroduced as H.R.1604, to establish 

the National Geospatial Technology Administration within the U.S. Geological Survey to 

enhance the use, efficiency, and economy of geospatial data, (Lamborn)), and the FLAIR 

Act (Federal Land Asset Inventory Reform Act, which aims to manage federal real prop-

erty, (Federal)).
